
A Message from Your Pastor...
Dear Friends in Christ,

During the first week of March, Trinity will be celebrating National 
Lutheran Schools week. Our synod (through the office of Synod President) 
designates a week each year for God’s people to recognize, celebrate, and 
support the work and ministry of Lutheran Schools. Lutheran School 
Ministry is certainly something that should be recognized and celebrated. 

Consider that “congregations and Christian day schools of The Lutheran 
Church—Missouri Synod operate more than 1,600 early childhood centers 
and preschools, and they serve more than 100,000 children ranging from 
infants and toddlers to 5-year-olds.” In addition, “LCMS congregations 
operate more than 800 elementary schools with approximately 78,000 
students.” (Stats are quoted from the synod website: lcms.org) Lutheran 
school ministry is something we should be giving to the Lord in prayer, not 
only in thanksgiving and praise, but also humbly asking for His continued 
blessings upon this work and ministry. 

So, what does Lutheran Schools Week look like at Trinity? Well, there 
are many special activities planned, and I would encourage you to find 
that schedule on the school website (trinitybillings.org). But there is one 
activity that week that I would like to highlight. 

On Wednesday, March 4th, the students at the school will come to the 
church. We’ll have some time for activities, like singing, learning about the 
stained-glass windows, building, organ, and exploring TYM Square. The 
older students will also be canvasing the neighborhood around church to 
place door hangers on the homes of neighbors inviting them to join us in 
experiencing the Love of Christ at Trinity. We’ll conclude our time with 
a chapel service in the sanctuary at 2:00 pm before the students return 
to school. The Bell Choir students will also be playing for our midweek 
Lenten service that evening. If you are interested in helping direct traffic 
(both cars and people!) or would like to walk with students through the 
neighborhood, please call the church office and we can give more details. 

As we think about National Lutheran Schools 
Week, we also might consider that Lutheran 
Schools stretch beyond the borders of our 
nation. There are Lutheran Schools around 
the World. One of those schools is St. John’s 
Lutheran in Uganda, Africa. They are a church 
and school that Trinity has been supporting 
and will be visiting this month. We’ll be having 
a team of 4 people going to Uganda to meet 
with some leaders at St. John’s, along with 
another ministry called Hearts and Hope for 
Uganda, to discuss and determine best steps 
and practices to support and further the work 
and ministry of St. John. Again, please turn to 
the Lord in prayer. Pray for safe travel; good 
discussions; and blessings on the work and 
ministry through St. John’s Uganda. 

Yes, this month we get to celebrate the work 
and ministry that God is accomplishing 
through Lutheran Schools. These schools 
provide a place where children get to know 
and experience the Love of Christ. They are 
also a place where students get to grow and 
learn how to Live for Christ. But those lessons 
are not just for students in a Lutheran School, 
they’re for all of us. 
May we all be in God’s 
Word, experiencing 
Christ’s love for us, 
that we may live for 
Him.

Louis area for three years while my husband attended Concordia Seminary, much of the area no 
longer felt unfamiliar.

In the Epistle to the Ephesians 2:19–20 we are reminded: “So then you are no longer strangers and 
aliens, but fellow citizens with the saints and members of the household of God… Christ Jesus himself 
being the cornerstone.” Though we may feel out of place in this world, we are not strangers to God.

During this Lenten season of repentance and reflection, may we remember that we are part of 
God’s household. God uses us, right where He has placed us, to love and care for one another and 
to remind each other that we are seen and known by Him.
